 DM  I cant think of a more pleasant place to have a picnic than here at Cwm Croesor The Cnicht on the right, Moelwyn on the left and Moel hebog in front of me and the beautiful scenery of Porthmadog and Lleyn in front of us. Although I am not a member of the family I have come here to prepare for the picnic and to meet two members of the family -  Robin Price & Edgar Parry Wms How many years have you been involved in family history?

R - I’ve been researching for over fifty years and getting in touch with the family It’s coming together but it is like opening a Pandora’s box. I come here to Croesor to my cousin Edgar for some facts but as I live at Preston I spend  weeks at the archives with Sheelagh, another cousin, checking the facts. Edgar’s ‘facts’ are not always correct

E George Ewart Evans , the local historian once wrote that if you want to know something about the district – “talk to the scythe man, cutting hay”. I am one of those; and Robin is slowly catching up with proving my ‘facts’. Yes I still live at Croesor.

DM Where exactly are we?

E  We are at Hafoty of the Garreg Fawr. You know about the ‘hendre’ ( GF, where they lived in winter ) and ‘hafoty’  ( H, where they lived, tending the flock in the summer). The connection is that one of our ancestors, William Lewis, started a Sunday School here at Hafoty. He was a farmer and weaver by occupation

DM  He was your g.g.g.g.g.. grandfather

R Yes! something like that - what ever, old Grandfather. We are starting from Ty Newydd Caeglas, where we will have a picnic. Move on to here, Hafoty, and then walk down to Garreg Fawr and then meet at the Pub Y Ring at 5.30 for a meeting and a meal

DM I understand there will be about seventy turning up

R Yes! More, if there are any Gate crashers.

DM Is there any room for a mongrel ?

R Yes – you are welcome to come

DM I fell for that !

DM You are members of the Felenrhyd fawr family but that’s not the way you say it colloquially 

E  No! - we say Lenthryd fawr. My father used to work there, as a young farm hand ,for his uncle. He always said Lenthryd fawr

DM People are coming from far and wide?

R Yes! From Kent,Dorset,Croesor, Merioneth, Bangor and Lleyn ( that is were Delamie comes from). They will all be here. I can’t count who will be here  - never mind those who will not be.

DM Will this set a pattern for future family gatherings of  .

historians?

R Yes! That is the intention

DM Thanks for the chat and have a good picnic tomorrow

R  We are going to plant a tree here at Hafoty,tomorrow, to commemorate the starting the Sunday School by William Lewis, in 1787 and also in thanks to Lwsia and Emyr, who live here, - that is the intention.

DM We hope you have a nice day

R  you are welcome to come

DM  Watch it   -  I  may turn up.        Many thanks from  me, Delanie, here at Croesor

P Thank you Delanie. I hope that they will have a fine picnic day
